Individual NPDES Permits - Swine Feeding Operations

Annual reports for NPDES CAFOs are required by the latest revisions of the Swine Feeding Operation Permit Requirements (391-3-6-.20) and the Animal (Non-Swine) Feeding Operation Permit Requirements (391-3-6-.21).  However, the NPDES permits do not specify a submittal date or the form to be used.  Until the permits are modified, the following policy is in effect:


Annual reports for the previous calendar year (January through December) shall be summarized and reported on the "GEORGIA NPDES CAFO PERMIT ANNUAL REPORT" form.  Forms other than these forms may be used upon approval by EPD.  These forms and any other required reports and information shall be completed, signed and certified by a principal executive officer or ranking elected official, or by a duly authorized representative of that person, and submitted to the Division, postmarked no later than the 15th day of February each year.  Signed copies of these and all other reports required by the Division shall be submitted to the local Division District Office.  A map and listing of addresses for local District offices is attached.
